Observations:  write out as many observations as you can think of.  Categories to think about: context, themes, grammar, verbs, key words, contrasts/comparrisons, tone, figures of speech, results/reasons, cross references, key connectives, etc.

Questions:  List out some questions you have on the passage.

Interpretation: Attempt to answer one or two of your questions.

Summary: Make a chart, list, paragraph, drawing, or outline of the main points of this passage.

Big Idea:  In one sentence, write out the main point of the passage
Principles:  Universal statements of truth that come from the passage.

Application:  Write out how you will put the truths of this passage into practice in your life.
